TYPES OF CONSTRUCTIONS
1°- PHRASES: A phrase is a group of related words without subject and predicate (statement) functioning   as a:
verb :                	e.g. : The rose has wilted. (verbal phrase) 
preposition:	e.g.: A special programme on the growth of flowers fascinated audiences  everywhere.    (prepositional phrase)
present participle:  e.g.: A person seeing an accident should stay on the scene. (participial phrase)
past participle :  	e.g.: Seen by three men, the accident was reported.(past participial  phrase)
gerund :             	e.g.: riding horses is my favourite pastime.(gerund phrase)
infinitive:        	e.g.: That is the problem to be solved now.(infinitive phrase)
2°- CLAUSES: A clause is a group of related words which contains both a verb and its subject.
A clause is either dependent or independent. 
An independent clause (or main clause) is a complete unit of thought.  It can stand alone. e.g.: I like English songs.
A dependent clause ( or subordinate clause) is only a part of a sentence which does not convey a full meaning when  taken apart.  It is usually introduced by the subordinating conjunctions: after, although, as, because, before, if, since, until, when, while, and the relative pronouns as who, which and that.
	e.g.: Because money had been stolen, I called the police.
	e.g.: The police knew that the money had been stolen.
	e.g.: The money which had been stolen was found.
3°- SENTENCES: There are four types of sentences.
1- The simple sentence consists of one main clause.
e.g.: He missed the turnoff. 
2- The complex sentence contains a subordinate clause as well as a main clause.
e.g.: When he arrives, I’ll phone you.
e.g.: He stayed at home because he felt ill.
3- A compound sentence is one that consists of two main clauses, joined by a co-ordinating conjunction ( and, but or, nor, for, yet, “so”).  Each clause gives information of equal value.
e.g.: I drove to Algiers and went on to Oran.
4- The compound-complex sentence has more than one main clause and at least one         subordinate clause.
e.g.: I met Angie and we decided to use my car because hers was unreliable.
