Algeria’s Administrative Judiciary
1-The administrative court:
The jurisdiction of the administrative court:

< The administrative tribunals are the courts of general jurisdiction in administrative disputes ruling at first
instance on a judgment subject to appeal in all matters where the state or the wilaya or the commune or one of the
public authorities is party to administrative character.

Administrative tribunals are established as public law courts in administrative matters.
They are composed of at least three magistrates, including a president and two assessors.

< The State Commissioner is responsible for the functions assigned to him under the Code of Civil and
Administrative Procedure and special texts. He is assisted by two assistant state commissioners.

2 -The administrative court of appeal
The objective of the creation of administrative tribunals of appeal:

- Consolidation of the principle of the double degree of jurisdiction which is one of the fundamental pillars of
justice.

- Guarantee a fair trial, proper functioning of the justice system and the right to defence.

-Ensure judicial security and build confidence among the people in court by giving the injured person a chance to
bring their action before these courts in order to ensure the integrity of the decision rendered by the administrative
tribunals.

- The consecration of legal protection and control of public activity.
- Establishment of a system strengthening rights and freedoms.

-Responsibility for the geographical extent of the national territory and the volume of cases brought before the
administrative courts and its impact on the individual.

- Rationalization of public expenditure and human resources, in particular through the role that electronic justice
will play in bridging distances.

Jurisdiction of the administrative appeals tribunal:

The administrative court of appeal hears appeals from judgments and orders rendered by administrative courts.
It also knows of matters conferred upon it by specific texts.

In addition, the Administrative Court of Appeal is also competent to rule on:

-appeals against judgments and orders issued by administrative tribunals.

-Conflicts of jurisdiction between two administrative tribunals under the same administrative tribunal of appeal,

-the preparation of annual reports on their activities and those of the administrative tribunals. These reports are sent
to the Council of State, which will use them in preparing the annual report to be submitted to the President of the
Republic.

The composition of the administrative appeals tribunal:
It is made up of at least three judges, including a president and two assessors.

3-The Council of State:

-The Council of State is a body that regulates the activities of administrative courts, reporting to the judicial authority,
ensuring the unification of administrative jurisprudence in the country and ensuring compliance with the law.

-It is also competent to decide on appeals against judgments and orders rendered by the administrative tribunals of
the city of Algiers, as well as deciding on appeals in cassation against final judgements handed down by
administrative courts and deciding cases assigned to it under special laws.
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
