Environmental administrative control

The environment is considered one of the values that the law seeks to preserve, by confronting any

activity that affects its safety or affects one of its elements.

Administrative authorities in different countries of the world work to combat environmental pollution
in their territories in various ways, and have enshrined control legislation that they see as achieving

this Purpose.

Due to the increasing dangers threatening environmental elements, Algeria, like other countries, was
keen to establish bodies in the field of environmental protection, represented by environmental
administrative control bodies at the central and decentralized levels, that would be capable of

confronting the threat of pollution and essentially contributing to preserving environmental elements.

In order to protect the environment effectively, environmental administrative control bodies at the
central and decentralized levels have mechanisms and means on which they are based, be either
preventive and used to prevent environmental attacks or deterrent sanctions as a result of violation of

environmental protection provisions.
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
