The Accountability Council

The Accountability Council is an independent supreme institution for the control of public assets and
funds.

It shall be in charge of the post control /subsequent control of the finances /funds of the State, local
communities and public services as well as the State’s merchant / commercial capital.

The Accountability Council contributes to the development/ promotion of good governance and
transparency in the management of public funds and the filing/ deposit of accounts.

The President of the Republic shall appoint the President of the Accountability Council to a term of
five (5) years that may be renewed once.

The Accountability Council shall prepare an annual report which it shall submit to the President of the
Republic, who shall publish it.

The organic law shall determine the organization and functions of the Accountability Council and the

Sanctions arising from his inquiries and the fundamental law/basic law of its members.
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
