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The concept of penology
Penology 1s basic science that falls within the group of forensic sciences and
consists of two parts: the criminalization part which it defines the elements of

The legitimacy of the punishment: the punishment 1s subject to the principle of
the legitimacy of crimes and punishment

The mdividualization of the punishment: it imposed for a specific criminal
behavior if 1t 1s known
