Integration in TEFL refers to teaching two or more language skills
together within a single activity or lesson, instead of in isolation.
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2-Why Should We Integrate the Skills?
- Natural Communication
- Language skills occur together outside the classroom.
- Reinforcement and Retention
- Using all four skills helps reinforce vocabulary, grammar, and ideas.
- Learner Motivation
- Tasks that connect the skills feel more meaningful to students.

- How effectively they combine information from one or more texts
- Whether sources are referenced appropriately, if required
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How to Assess:
‘eachers can assess integrated tasks using rating scales (rubrics), either:

, assigning an overall score based on general performance
, Scoring specific elements like coherence, grammar, task
completion, and integration of input
In addition to language, criteria might include:
- Use of source material
- Level of engagement with input
- Clarity and organization of ideas
