The law

Definition:The law is a set of general and abstract rules that regulate relationships within

society, whether between individuals themselves or between them and the state. These rules

are established by a competent authority, which is the legislative authority, and are applied to

everyone without exception, with the aim of achieving order, justice, protecting rights, and

ensuring security and stability in society.

Types of Laws:

1.

Public Law

It is the law that concerns the relationships between the state and individuals, or

between public bodies themselves.

Constitutional Law: Determines the system of government in the state, the powers of
the three authorities (legislative, executive, and judicial), and the rights and freedoms of
citizens.

Administrative Law: Regulates the work of government administrations, public positions,
and the relationship of the state with its employees and citizens in the field of
administration.

Financial Law: Concerns the revenues and expenditures of the state and the general
budget.

Criminal Law: Defines the acts considered crimes and the penalties prescribed for them

to protect society and public order.

. Private Law

It concerns the relationships between ordinary individuals.

Civil Law : Regulates financial and personal relationships between individuals such as
contracts, ownership, and obligations.

Commercial Law : Regulates commercial activities, merchants, commercial contracts,

and companies.



. Labor Law : Regulates the relationship between the worker and the employer, and the
rights of each of them.

. Family Law : Regulates matters of marriage, divorce, lineage, alimony, and inheritance.

Administrative Law

1- Definition :Administrative Law It is a branch of public law that regulates the work of the

public administration, its organization, activities, funds, and its relations with employees and

individuals to achieve the public interest.

Administrative law is characterized by special rules and exceptional judicial principles unfamiliar

in private law, and its development resulted from administrative jurisprudence, such as the

French judiciary.

2- Characteristics of Administrative Law :

Public Law : Due to the nature of the relations it regulates, in which the administrative
authority enjoys exceptional powers.

Judicial Law : This law developed through administrative courts, especially in France.
Flexible and Evolving: To address the social, political, and economic changes occurring

in society.

3- Topics of Administrative Law (Axes ):

Administrative Organization: The study of administrative bodies and authorities in the
state, determining their nature and relationships, such as decentralization and
centralization.

Administrative Activity: How the administration performs its functions and activities to
achieve the public interest, such as administrative decisions and administrative contracts.
Administrative Disputes: The judicial bodies competent to handle disputes arising from

administrative activity, such as administrative courts and the Council of State.

It establishes the rules that regulate how prosecution, investigation, and trial take place, such
as:
