2. Characteristics of Public Law

3. Use of imperative rules: Public law is based on mandatory legal norms that
cannot be modified by agreement.

Administrative Law: Regulates administrative bodies, decisions, and public
services.

Financial Law: Manages the budget, public expenditure, and taxation.

International Public Law: Governs relations between states and international
organizations.
