Public Law is the branch of law that governs the organization and functioning of
the State, public authorities, and their relationship with individuals. It protects
the public interest and regulates the exercise of public power.

2. Characteristics of Public Law

1. Supremacy of the State: The State holds sovereign power and imposes its
authority on individuals.

2. Inequality between parties: Administrative and constitutional rules place the
State in a superior position.

3. Use of imperative rules: Public law is based on mandatory legal norms that
cannot be modified by agreement.

Administrative Law: Regulates administrative bodies, decisions, and public
services.

Financial Law: Manages the budget, public expenditure, and taxation.
