Present tenses (Continued)
Present Perfect Simple
Form and Structure:The tense is formed using has/have + past participle.
Affirmative: Subject + have/has + past participle (e.g., "I have seen this movie").
Negative: Subject + have/has + not + past participle (e.g., "She has not been to Rome").
Interrogative: Have/Has + subject + past participle? (e.g., "Have they done it?") .
Primary Uses
· Experience: To talk about a past event where the specific timing is not important, but the memory exists in the present.
· He has lived in Bangkok
· We have never eaten caviar
· Change or New Information: To describe a past action that has created a new present state - I have bought a car.
· John has broken his leg (Yesterday it was good; now it is bad).
· Accomplishments: To list achievements of individuals or humanity. 
· Man has walked on the Moon.
· Continuing Time Periods: For actions occurring in unfinished periods like "today," "this morning," or "so far".
· I’ve drunk four cups of coffee today.
· We haven’t had any problems so far.
Key Distinctions
· Just/Already/Yet: 
- I’ve just had lunch. (short time ago)
- I have already sent it. (sooner than expected)
- Has it stopped raining yet?" (expecting it to happen) .
· For vs. Since: "I have been here for 20 minutes" (duration) vs. "I’ve been here since 9 o’clock" (starting point).
· Gone to vs. Been to: "Jim has gone to Italy" (he is still there) vs. "Jane has been to Italy" (she has returned)
Present Perfect Continuous
Form
The structure is has/have + been + present participle.
· You have been waiting here for two hours.
Usage 
· Recent Activity with Present Results: For actions that just stopped but have a visible connection to now.
· You’re out of breath. Have you been running?
· The ground is wet. It has been raining.
· Ongoing Duration: To show how long an activity has been happening.
· Tim is still watching TV. He has been watching TV all day.
Past Tenses
The Simple Past
This tense expresses the idea that an action started and finished at a specific time in the past.
Form: The structure is [VERB+ed] or an irregular verb form.
· Positive: You called Debbie.
· Question: Did you call Debbie?
· Negative: You did not call Debbie
Use:
· Completed Action in the Past: Used for actions that occur at a specific time, even if the speaker does not explicitly mention that time.
· I saw a movie yesterday.
· She washed her car.
· A Series of Completed Actions: Used to list a series of completed actions in the past. The multiple actions happened in a chronological sequence (1st, 2nd, 3rd, and so on).
· I finished work, walked to the beach, and found a nice place to swim.
· He arrived from the airport at 8:00, checked into the hotel at 9:00, and met the others at 10:00".
· Duration in the Past: This describes a "longer" action that both started and stopped in the past. It is typically indicated by expressions like "for two years," "all day," or "all year".
· I lived in Brazil for two years.
· They sat at the beach all day.
· Habits in the Past: Describes a habit that has stopped; it carries the same meaning as "used to". To make it clear that we are talking about a habit, we often add expressions such as: always, often, when I was younger, etc.
· I studied French when I was a child.
· They never went to school; they always skipped class.
The Past Continuous
This tense describes actions that were ongoing or "in progress" during a specific point in the past.
Form: The structure is [was/were + present participle].
· Positive: You were studying when she called.
· Interrogtive: Were you studying when she called?
· Negative: You were not studying when she called.
Use:
· Interrupted Actions: Often used when a continuous action is interrupted by a shorter action (in the Simple Past). The words "when" or "while" are used to link these two actions.
· I was watching TV when she called.
· While John was sleeping last night, someone stole his car.
· Parallel Actions: Using the past continous with two or more than two actions in the same sentence expresses the idea that the actions were happening simultaneously, at the same time.
· I was studying while he was making dinner.
· They were eating dinner and discussing their plans.
The Past Perfect Simple:The "Past before the Past" 
Form: Had + Past Participle (e.g., had finished, had gone).
· Affirmative: I had finished the homework.
· Interrogative: Had I finished the homework?
· Negative : I had not finished the homework.
Main Use: 
Use the past perfect to talk about an action that happened before another action in the past.
· When Sarah arrived at the party at 11:00, Paul had already gone home (he left at 10:30).
· By the time he arrived, the lecture had already started.
Comparison of Present Perfect and the Past Perfect:  
Present Perfect: I have seen her before (sometime before now).
Past Perfect: I had seen her before (sometime before that past moment).
The Past Perfect Progressive: The "Duration before the Past"
Form: Had been + present participle (e.g., had been raining, had been working).
Main Uses:
· Activity close in time to another past event: The past perfect progressive may express an activity in progress close in time to another activity or time in the past.
The Rain Situation: Yesterday morning, the sun was shining, but the ground was very wet. It was not raining at that moment, but it had been raining before.
· I was very tired when I got home. I had been working hard all day.
· Emphasizing the duration of an activity: The past perfect progressive emphasizes the duration of an activity that was in progress before another activity or time in the past.
· The police had been looking for the criminal for two years before they caught him.
· Eric finally came at six o’clock. I had been waiting for him since four-thirty.
Future Tenses
The Simple Future
English does not have one specific verb form to express the future tense. Instead, speakers choose from various forms like will/shall, going to…etc.
I.Form
1. Will/Shall
· Structure: Will/shall + verb.
· Affirmative: You will help him later.
· Interrogative: Will you help him later?.
· Negative: You will not (won’t) help him later.
Usage Note: Will is used with all persons, while shall is mostly used with I or we.
· I shall/will write her tomorrow.
2. Be Going To
· Structure: am/is/are + going to + verb.
· Affirmative: You are going to meet Jane tonight.
· Interrogative: Are you going to meet Jane tonight?
· Negative: You are not going to meet Jane tonight.
II. Functional Uses
1. When to use Will/Shall ?
· Instant Decisions: Deciding to do sth at the time of speaking.
· Oh, I’ve left the door open. I’ll go and shut it".
· Predicting the future: Saying what we think will happen.
A : Do you think Kate will pass the exam?
B : Yes, she’ll pass easily.
· Offering to do something: -That bag looks heavy. I’ll help you with it. 
· Agreeing to do something:
A: Can you give Tim this book?
B:  Sure, I’ll give it to him when I see him this afternoon. 
· Promising to do something: - I won’t tell anyone what happened. I promise.
· Asking somebody to do something (Will you ... ?)/Requests: 
· Will you please turn the stereo down?
· Shall I…? Shall we…? Used to ask for an opinion (especially in offers or suggestions. Shall I open the window?
2. When to use Going To
· Prior Intentions: You have already decided or intend to do something.
· She’s going to buy a new car.
· This cheese looks horrible. I’m not going to eat it.
· Present Evidence: The situation now makes the future clear.
· Look at those black clouds! It’s going to rain.
· Unfulfilled Intentions (Was/Were going to): Something you intended to do but didn't do it.
· We were going to travel by train, but then we decided to go by car instead.
III. The Critical Comparison (Will vs. Going To)
· New Idea vs. Pre-planned: Use will if the idea is new; use going to if you already decided.
· New Idea: - Gary phoned... OK. I’ll call him back.
· Pre-planned: - Gary phoned... Yes, I know. I’m going to call him back.
· Visible Evidence vs. General Opinion:
· Evidence: - I feel terrible. I think I’m going to be sick. (Do not use "will" here because you feel bad now).
· Opinion: - Tom will probably get here at about 8 o’clock.
Future Continuous
Form
Will be + present participle
Use : These people are standing in a queue to get into the cinema. 	 [image: ]

Half an hour from now, the cinema will be full.

Everyone will be watching the film.	 
I will be doing something (future continuous) = I will be in the middle of doing it at a certain time in the future.
· This time next week I’ll be on holiday. I’ll be lying on the beach.
Future Perfect
Form
Will have + past participle
Use
These people are standing in a queue to get into the cinema.

Half an hour from now, the cinema will be full.

Everyone will be watching the film.
Three hours from now, the cinema will be empty.

The film will have finished.
Everybody will have gone home.
We use will have (done) (future perfect) to say that something will already be complete before a time in the future. 
· Sally always leaves for work at 8.30 in the morning. She won’t be at home at 9 o’clock – she’ll have gone to work.
· We’re late. The film will already have started by the time we get to the cinema.
The Future Perfect Continuous
1 Form
Will have been+ present participle
2 Use
We can use the future perfect continuous to emphasise how long something has been going on by a particular point in the future:
· On Saturday, we will have been living in this house for a year.
· Next year I will have been working in the company for 30 years.
In sentences with the future perfect continuous we usually mention both the particular point in future ('On Saturday...', 'Next year...') and the period of time until this point ('...for a year', '...for 20 years').
