The river glideth at his own sweet will:

1- What is the form of this poem? How many stanzas are there? What is the rhyme scheme of the 3rd stanza?

 Non-fixed Stanzaic form / 4 stanzas: the first two ones are called quatrain, and the second two ones are called triplet/ rhyme scheme:  aba 
2- What is the name of the figure of speech included in the 13 th line? Explain.

[Dear God! the very houses seem asleep;]

Simile: this is a comparison which talks about something (houses) as if it is another (human being) using the verb “to seem”.

[Ships, towers, domes, theatres, and temples lie]= personification + metaphor
[The river glideth at his own sweet will:]= personification + metaphor

Alliteration: a sound device which involves the repetition of the same consonant sound /s/ at the beginning of words that are near each other as shown. 
(b)   [A sight so touching in its majesty:]
  Assonance: a sound device which involves the repetition of the same vowel sound /i/ within words of the same line.
