1) The public international law is the body of legal rules that organize the
relationships among states and determine the rights and duties of each at times of
peace or of war.

Definition:
Administrative law is the body of legal rules that concerned with the constitution
and relations of those members of the executive which are charged with the care of
those public interests which are the object of public administration and the relation
of the administrative.
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Private law and its branches
1. Private law:
Private law is a body of legal rules that govern the relationships among the
individuals in general or between individuals on one hand and the state as an
ordinary person doing ordinary acts. And not as possessor of sovereignty and

authority on the other hand.

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Definition of private law

the set of rules governing relations between private persons as individuals or
those to which the state is a party as an ordinary legal person and not as a sovereign.
Business law

is classified as one of the branches of private law that highlights all the laws
related to the work of institutions and companies, such as contract law, intellectual
property law, consumer law and other laws that deal with all the care of regulating
relations and the activities of everyone who practices professional activity.
Branches of Business Law
Business law is divided into a number of laws, including intellectual property law,
business criminal law, consumer protection law, corporate law...
First: the definition of competition law
Competition law is defined as a set of rules aimed at ensuring market control, and
it is also known as the set of rules that ensure monitoring the actions or practices
of economic operators, which includes penal and civil rules such as liability rules
as well as unfair competition, so it includes two categories of rules :
-Protectionist rules for freedom of competition that protect the market .
-Protectionist rules for equality in economic competition. It is also defined as the
set of legal rules that promote the existence of adequate and appropriate

competition within the market and applied to the institutions involved in it.
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The Algerian judicial system

The Judiciary Since the adoption of the new constitution, the judiciary is
independent. The Supreme Court and the Council of State constitute, in all the
domains of law, and respectively for the first one: “the organ regulating the activity
of the courts and tribunals”, and for the second: “the organ regulating the activity of
the administrative jurisdictions”. “The Supreme Court and the Council of State
responsible of the unification of the case law through the country and ensure
compliance with law”.

The judicial organization includes the regular judicial system and the
administrative judicial system.

The regular judicial system consists of the Supreme Court, the tribunals of First
Instance, and Judicial Councils. The administrative judiciary consists of the Council
of State, the administrative courts of appeal, and the administrative tribunals of first
instance.

The ordinary judicial system includes the Supreme Court, courts and tribunals.
1- The court:

The court is the first instance jurisdiction, its jurisdiction is determined by the civil
and administrative procedure code, the criminal procedure code and the special laws
in force.

It 1s divided into several sections:

- the civil section; - the delicts section; - the Contraventions Section; - the urgent
Section; - the Family Affairs Section; - the juvenile section; - the social section;
- the land/ real-estate section; - the maritime section; - the commercial section.

The sections are presided by judges according to their specialties



* Law no. 22-13 of 12/07/2022, amending and supplementing Law no. 08-09 of 25
February 2008 on the Code of Civil and Administrative Procedure, established the
specialized commercial court to hear the disputes listed below:

- disputes relating to intellectual property;

- disputes concerning commercial companies, in particular those relating to
shareholders, the dissolution and liquidation of companies;

- Judicial settlement and bankruptcy;

- disputes relating to banks and financial institutions with merchants;

- maritime, air transport and insurance disputes relating to commercial activity;
- International trade litigation

2-The court:

The Court is a court of appeal for judgments rendered by the courts as well as in
other cases provided for by law.

It includes the following rooms:
— the civil chamber; — the criminal chamber; — the indictment chamber;
— the urgent chamber; — the family affairs chamber; — the juvenile chamber;

— the social chamber;  — the land chamber; — the maritime chamber;— the
commercial chamber.

At the level of each court there is a criminal court (Tribunal Criminal de Premicre
Instance - Tribunal Criminal d'appel) competent to hear and determine crimes,
offences and contraventions related to them.

3- The Supreme Court:

The Supreme Court is a court of law, it can be a court of substance in cases
provided for by law, exercises control over orders, judgments and decisions of courts
as to the proper application of the law, respect ...
