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Lesson 2: Present Simple (Positive form / Negative form / Interrogative form)
• Positive form: 
Examples:
  - I wake up early.  
  - She eats vegetables every day.
Rules:
· S + V (infinitive)+ O. [I/ YOU/WE/THEY]
· S + V (+s/es/ies) + O. [HE/ SHE/ IT]
· +S: Verbs ending in vowels+ y like play, ending in consonants like work or ending in e like love.
· +ES: Verbs ending in ss, sh, ch, x and o.
· +ies: Verbs ending in consonants+ y like fly.
• Negative form:
Examples:
  - I don’t drink soda.  
  - He doesn’t exercise.  
Rules:
· S + Don’t + V (infinitive) + O. [I/ YOU/ WE/ THEY]
· S + Doesn’t + V (infinitive) + O.  [HE/SHE/IT]
• Questions:  
Examples:
  - Do you sleep well?  
  - Does she walk to university?  
Rules: 
Do + S + V(infinitive) + O? [I/YOU/WE/THEY]
Does + S + V(infinitive) + O? [HE/SHE/IT]
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
